Eliot 5K Road Race Fact Sheet
Q: Where do I park?
Don't worry. You will see plenty of signage and volunteers directing you to plenty of parking spaces right near the race site. 

Q: What time does the road close? Road Closes at 8:00am. Please park early!
Q: When does the road re-open? The road re-opens immediately after the race ends.

Q: When and where can I pick up my race packet? You may pick up your race packet at the Fire Station the night before the race (Friday) from 5:00-7:00pm or Race Day (Saturday) between 6:45-8:00am.      

Q: What is in my race packet?  Your race packet contains; ChronoTrack Bib Tag, t-shirt, and road race map. 
Q. Are runners separated into time mileage categories? Yes. To allow for a smoother start and more effective race results, runners will be announced according to their time mileage and will line up accordingly. Our Race announcer will assist with this and there will be volunteers also holding up time cards to show where to line up.  

Q: What is this course like?  This is a fast 5K course, with a combination of a couple of small hills, straight road ways, and a hill that leads down to the finish line.

Q: Where are the bathrooms located?  There are several Port-a-Potties located outside to the right of the fire station. The bathrooms in the fire station are for fire personnel only and are not to be used by runners. 

Q: Where will the food be located?  All food and beverages will be located inside the Fire Station. 

Q: Where and when will the raffle and awards ceremony begin?  Raffles and the Awards Ceremony will begin at 9:45am inside the Fire Station.      

Q: What do I do with my chip after I have finished the race?  You no longer need to return the chips provided as they are now attached to the race bibs.  

Q: After the race, what time does the Festival Day activities begin? Festival Day activities, including food and booths, begins at 10:00am. The Parade begins at 10:30am followed by a Kids Fun Run beginning at 12:00pm.  For a complete list of Festival Day activities go to www.eliot5kandfestival.
